Shalom families! We just completed yet another
very successful school year.

Kindergarten and Grade 1: Taught by Charlotte
Crockett, students worked on the Aleph-Bet,
learning to recognize all of the Hebrew letters,
all of the vowels, and even starting to decipher
and decode simple words. As we all know,
reading Hebrew differs vastly from reading
English - the direction of the written language
and vowels under consonants i so for students
this young to have this skill is a major
achievement. This class also studied the
holidays and practice. But most importantly,
they learned about becoming a Kehilla, a sacred
community.

Grades 2 and 3: Taught by our newest staff
member, Joan Vick, brings the unique
advantage of a very creative mind to the
classroom. This class learned a lot by doing,
from making cookies in the shapes of the
Aleph-Bet, to making their own personal yad for
Shavout. More wonderful craft activities took
place in this class than in previous years. Joan
also got the class reading Hebrew and learning
basic prayer words and roots. They took a
gui ck fAtouro of | srael
the homeland of the Jewish people.

Grades 4 and 5: Taught by Aida Koocher, these
students studied and learned the liturgy for the
Kabbalat Shabbat (the Friday evening service).
The teaching included the prayers and
meanings, along with the structure of the over
all service. This is the first year of a three-year
study program of the Shabbat liturgy. This
class also studied what it really means to be a
community; how individuals play a role and
how their roles affect each other. They also
spent a full year in Israel, learning about many
of key places with historic and Biblical
connections. This helps the students connect
our very special history with the place.
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Grades 6 and 7: | taught this class. So far this
year, we have celebrated B'nai Mitzvot of
Alyssa Hunt, Hannah Frank, and lzzy Schill;
Mikayla Feldman and Samuel Cooperman to be
celebrated in the fall. Study time was spent
learning the Torah service, the core of the
service for their Bar and Bat Mitzvah. Students
in this class are all now capable of leading the
start of the Torah service for the entire
congregation. We also studied key prophets,
the messages they delivered, and why those
messages important to this day. We started a
new history textbook but did not finish; the
students are encouraged to read it on their own
over the summer.

For the first time, this year we also had a full
time Hebrew tutor. Pat Biagi helped students
who had just joined our school or were falling
behind in their Hebrew reading skills catch up
and keep up. Her ability to work one-on-one
with individual students is very valuable.

Very special recognition must go to Zoe
Zeballos. Zoe is one of our high school
students who volunteers every week as a
Madracha (teacher® aide) in our K-1 class. Zoe
does everything from organizing snacks to
stepping up as substitute teacher when called
upon. The children love her and she is a
wonderful role model. Looking forward to
accepting more of our post Bar and Bat Mitzvah
students as madrachim.

Planning for next  year is already
underway. Books are being selected, supplies
are being reviewed and ordered, and the
curriculum is being set. Hebrew for prayer is
always in. This coming year each class will
also study Torah and Ethics. As all our classes
have multiple ages, our curriculum does have a
two- to three-year cycle so children get as
broad, of a background as possible in the

There also will be a high school class next year,
and all students in Grades 8-12, regardless their
Bar or Bat Mitzvah status, are welcome to
join. High school is informal and curriculum is
student- - we cover a wide range topics from
music to bullying to college to religious
comparisons to current events. The purpose of
our high school class is keep Jewish teenagers
connected with each other as a community.

The school would
not run nearly as well without their
support. Thank you to Aida Koocher and

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time every single Sunday morning to bring a
love of Judaism to our children. They have
done a great job teaching. Both Aida and
Charlotte have decided to retire from their full-
time teaching positions with the school. One
new teacher has already been hired, and | am
actively interviewing for the other open
position. | welcome inquiries from anyone
interested in joining our staff. Volunteers are
also welcome and encouraged.
